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The Migration and Relocation of the Dawei Ethnic Group

in Kanchanaburi Province
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Abstract

This academic article aims to: 1) compile mformation on the Daweir ethnic
group and their migration within Kanchanaburi Province, and 2) study the
livelihood of the Dawei ethnic group i Kanchanaburi. The study was conducted
through field research mvolving non-specific random sampling surveys and
mterviews. Initially, the research utilized a document-based approach by reviewing
books and literature. The collected data was then analyzed and supplemented with
fieldwork, where mterviews were conducted. The study employed descriptive
analysis to mterpret the findings.

The results indicate that: 1) preliminary data on the Dawei ethnic group in
Kanchanabur1 Province was successfully collected in two main areas: Phu Nam
Ron community in Mueang District and Wang Sala community in Tha Muang
District, and 2) a deeper understanding of the Dawel ethnic group's way of life in
Kanchanaburi was gained through imnterviews and observations. The findings
suggest that the Dawe1 people in Kanchanabur have effectively adapted to the local
society and that their migration mvolves strong communal support in various
aspects of life. This knowledge can be further developed mto a comprehensive
dataset and presented to local authorities in Kanchanaburi for the preservation and
promotion of the Dawel ethnic group’s cultural heritage.

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The utilization of a cultural wisdom mformation system for Thai food to promote
thecreative economy in Phrae Province
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Abstract

An academic article on the utilization of a cultural wisdom information system for
Thai food to promote the creative economy in Phrae Province aims to: 1) study the access,
storage, and retrieval of local food mformation systems in the northern region, and
examine the current local foods of Phrae Province from food entrepreneurs, government
agencies, and related organizations; and 2) develop an online local food culture
mformation system for Phrae Province to disseminate local cuisine. This study 1s divided
mto three phases: Phase 1) a literature review from various sources, including the Chiang
Mai Umniversity Library, relevant agency documents, and data collected from local food
producers and entrepreneurs; Phase 2) content analysis and knowledge structure
determination for local food; and Phase 3) the development of a local food mnovation
mformation system. The research sample consists of 7 system administrators or
restaurant system managers, and 400 food producers, restaurant entrepreneurs, and users
of the Phrae Province local food.

The study results revealed that: 1) the content analysis of knowledge concepts and
terminology, categorized according to knowledge domains 1n the knowledge classification
structure, 1dentified four categories: curries and soups, salads and pounded dishes,
desserts, and local fruits. 2) A Lanna food web application was developed using an SQL
Server database, accessible on all data communication devices. The user iterface was
designed using SQL Server, and a user interface was created to achieve the desired screen
layout. A server-side web application was used to process data, control, and respond to
user requests. 3) The system users are divided into two parts: administrators or restaurant
owners, who can edit and add information, specify Lanna food details, manage
administrator data, and manage food data, including food names, ingredients, cooking
methods, and other details in files or video files. Theuser or customer section can view
food category information and food item information. The overall user satisfaction with
the application was rated high, with a mean (x) of 4.40 and a standard deviation (S.D.) of
0.59, indicating a high level of user satisfaction with the application development. User or
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customer section can view food category imnformation and food item mformation. The
overall user satisfaction with the application was rated high, with a mean (x) of 4.40 and
a standard deviation (S.D.) of 0.59, indicating a high level of user satisfaction with the
application development.

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Abstract

This research aims to study the important components of Mahachat
sermons, their persistence and postponement in Klaeng District, Rayong Province,
by means of purposive sampling by asking questions (Snow Ball) until the sample
group 1s Phra Palat Kangwan Achiwo, the abbot of Nam Pen Subdistrict, the abbot
of Wat Sam Yaek Nam Pen, and Phra Athikarn Somwong Aphichayo, the abbot
of Wat Phang Rat, Rayong Province, by using the concept of communication and
performance (Performance-centered approach), the concept of symbolic behavior
and symbolic objects in performance of Victor Turner, and creative folklore of
Siraporn Na Thalang, as individual interviews, in-depth interviews, field
observations, and data triangulation.

The research results found that the important components of the Mahachat
sermon are the sermon text, the sermon melody, and the music. In addition, there
are ritual accessories, candles for each section, offerings for the section, and monk’s
robes. The sermon steps are performed after the Buddhist ceremony. It can be a
single section per day or all 13 sections in one day. It can be adjusted according to
the monk’s wishes and faith. The most popular performance occasions are
Buddhist holy days, when only some sections are usually sermons, the Buddhist
Lent, and annual temple events. The sermons are adjusted to suit the preferences
i order to survive in the changing social context. The research results can be used
as a guideline for promoting local cultural tourism and as a cultural database of
Provinces and establish cultural networks to further develop value in entertainment
media to draw out the power of participation to create learning in performances,
sermons, sermons, and learning about Jataka tales in Buddhism

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Comparison of the Good Faith Principle in the Civil and Commercial Code
with the Good Faith Principle in the Teachings of Buddhadasa Bhikkhu
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Abstract
Supatchaya Weerakul

This research aims to examine the meaning, origins, and principles of good
faith in the Thai Civil and Commercial Code in comparison with the concept of
good faith according to Buddhadasa Bhikkhu's teachings. It seeks to compare these
two conceptual frameworks and to propose guidelines for applying Buddhadasa
Bhikkhu's principles of good faith in the implementation of laws related to good
faith 1n judicial proceedings, as well as integrating them into legal education.

This study employs qualitative methodology through documentary research,
comparative analysis, and case study analysis. It examines provisions in the Civil
and Commercial Code related to the principle of good faith, Supreme Court
judgments, writings, lectures, and sermons of Buddhadasa Bhikkhu, as well as
textbooks, academic articles, dissertations, and relevant research lhiterature.

The findings reveal that while there are both similarities and differences
between the good faith principle in the Civil and Commercial Code and the good
faith concept according to Buddhadasa Bhikkhu's perspective, they share a
common goal of establishing fairness and social harmony. Overall, Buddhadasa
Bhikkhu's teachings on good faith are compatible with and can be harmoniously
mtegrated into legal principles, particularly within the context of Thai society which
has been mfluenced by Buddhist philosophy. The research recommendations
mclude: developing mterpretations of the good faith principle to enhance judicial
proceedings; applying Buddhadasa Bhikkhu's good faith principles to government
operations; and integrating good faith principles mto legal education and
professional ethics traimning. These applications would contribute to a legal system
that 1s not only technically sound but also genuinely ethical and virtuous.

The research titled "T'he Problem in Hearing Evidence in Criminal Cases
Where the Defendant Confesses and the Law Prescribes a Minimum
Imprisonment of Less Than 5 Years" aims to examine the issues concerning
evidence admissibility and exclusionary rules in criminal cases where defendants
confess, to study criminal procedure principles in accusatorial and inquisitorial
systems, and to propose appropriate and equitable measures for evidence
admussibility in criminal cases mvolving confessions.

This qualitative research employed n-depth interviews with key informants,
including 5 judges with criminal jurisdiction, 5 public prosecutors, 5 criminal
defense attorneys, and 4 experts and academics in the criminal justice system, along
with focus group discussions.

The findings reveal that in Thailand's accusatorial system, courts maintain
neutrality and refrain from unnecessarily mtervening in evidence presentation,
merely serving to ensure procedural regularity. Consequently, in cases where
defendants confess but contradictory evidence exists, such as m the case study
examined, courts cannot consider probation officers' mvestigation reports as
evidence to determine defendants' actions, even when such evidence indicates the
defendant's mnocence.

The findings revealed that: (1) students’ analytical reading skills in Thai
literature after the intervention were significantly higher than before; and (2)
students expressed a high level of satisfachon with the virtual classroom learning
experience. These results indicate that the use of a virtual classroom, can effectively
enhance students’ analytical reading abilities and engagement with Thai hiterature.
The research offers practical implications for Thar language educators seeking
mnovative teaching approaches that align with 21st-century learning demands.

It also provides a model for integrating digital technology mto literature
mstruction to foster deeper comprehension and learner-centered
experiences.
